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Photo Voice

An effective method of research that can take
place at the grassroots level

Involves taking pictures and creating a photo
narrative of a particular issue’s effects on
communities (i.e. – tobacco)

Create maps of communities in relation to that
issue using Google Earth

Golden Star Deli-Mart (Int’l Dist)
“This corner store has been in the ID for a very long time. It is across the street
from Hing Hay Park, a community gathering place in the ID.”

“It has tobacco ads all over the outside of the store, one is even placed right next
to an ad for a children’s tutoring service. It also sells alcohol, which contributes
to the public drunkenness you often see in the park.”



Parnell’s Mini Mart (Central Dist)
“Is a corner store where
everybody goes, teens
and older people. Some
gangs hang around here,
but not so much gang
violence happens. People
go here to buy beer and
cigarettes, and some just
kick it around here.”



Rotary & Afro Mini (Central Dist)
Rotary
“Is a place for kids to go after
school, to play games and to
meet other kids. It helps keep
kids off the street and to do
positive things. Rotary has
sports teams and other fun
activities for kids to get into.”

Afro Mini
“Is a place where people go to
get malt beverages and their
cigarettes. It is right across the
street from The Rotary. A lot of
drunks hang out over in this
area.”
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
